Which

\Which refers to nonliving objects or

animals. Which should never be used to
refer to people.

Examples

The dog, whichiis black, lives across the
street.

Who is used to refer to people.

Examples

My friend, who Is left-handed, lives across the
street.




Fewer, Less




Fewer, Less

Fewer refers to the number of separate
units.

Less refers to bulk guantities

Examples

There are fewer calories In carrots than fries.
There Is also much less salt In carrots.




Farther, Further




Farther

Farther Is used when referring to physical
distances

Examples
| 'ran three miles farther than you.
How much farther do we need to drive?




Further

Further Is used when you are not referring
to physical distances; it can also mean
“additional.”

Examples
| need further directions to find our location.
Furthermore, we need more gas.
